Modern Foreign Language Charter
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The purpose of learning a foreign language is liberation from insularity and opens a door to other cultures. A high-quality language education should foster pupils’ curiosity and deepen their understanding of the world. The teaching should enable pupils to express their ideas and thoughts in another language and to understand and respond to its speakers, both in speech and in writing. It should also provide opportunities for them to communicate for practical purposes, learn new ways of thinking and read great literature in the original language. Language teaching should provide the foundation for learning further languages, equipping pupils to study and work in other countries.
The national curriculum for languages aims to ensure that all pupils:
· understand and respond to spoken and written language from a variety of authentic sources 
· speak with increasing confidence, fluency and spontaneity, finding ways of communicating what they want to say, including through discussion and asking questions, and continually improving the accuracy of their pronunciation and intonation 
· can write at varying length, for different purposes and audiences, using the variety of grammatical structures that they have learnt 
· discover and develop an appreciation of a range of writing in the language studied.

	Modern Foreign Languages

	Do it now
Students will begin with a grammar focused, time-limited task designed to retrieve and help to embed prior learning. Pupils will have the opportunity to do a ‘We Challenge’ task (in Spanish ‘Retamos’) which will usually require pupils to complete some sentences from English into Spanish. The sentences for translation will typically require the pupils put the core grammar from the Do It Now into context.

	Pupils are expected to bring a blue or black pen, a green pen, pencil, ruler and a highlighter.

	The learning objective will be made clear to pupils and link to knowledge organisers.

	Modelling (I Do, We Do, You Do Approach)
Hago – I do: The teacher will demonstrate and model the new concept, explaining the steps and reasoning clearly.
Hacemos – we do: The teacher and students will work through similar tasks together, with the teacher providing guidance and support as needed.
Haces – you do: Students will independently complete tasks related to the new concept, applying what they have learned with decreasing levels of support.

	Assessment for Learning
Questioning: teachers will regularly ask questions to check students understanding of new knowledge and retrieve prior knowledge. Teachers will typically use different techniques to allow as many pupils to answer the question correctly. For example, a teacher may pose the question then pause to allow thinking time then finally choose the pupil they want to answer the question. Teachers may also ask a question and allow pupils to turn and talk to people on their table before asking pupils for required knowledge.
Use of visualisers:  teacher will use a visualiser (desk-based video camera) to model and mark pupil work. 
Examples of work at aspirational grades: teachers will share examples of responses at aspirational grades to support students understanding of how to improve their work.
Mini Whiteboards: Throughout the lesson, students may use mini whiteboards to solve problems and share their answers. This allows for immediate feedback and helps address any misconceptions in real-time.
Formative writing
Pupils will be complete an extended piece of writing of approximately 50 words and translation from English to target language every half term based on the topic of study. Pupils will receive written feedback from their teacher and will be expected to respond to written feedback to make better progress in future.
Skills assessment
Pupils will complete one more assessment every half term as well as writing. This assessment will either be speaking, listening or reading. This will also be marked by the class teacher and pupils will receive written feedback. Pupils will need to respond to written feedback to aim to improve in this skill in future.

	Fluency Independent Work
Students will complete tasks designed to build fluency and reinforce their skills in the topic being studied.



	Reasoning and Problem Solving Work
Students will engage in activities that require deeper thinking, reasoning, and application of grammatical concepts to solve complex problems.





	Exit Ticket
At the end of the lesson, students will typically complete a brief exit ticket which may include a question or two related to the day's lesson. The aim is to assess individual understanding and gather feedback on the effectiveness of the lesson, informing future instruction.


	
Pupils are given regular feedback to help them know more and do more in lesson. This feedback may be as a whole class or individualised.


	
Pupils are regularly directed to the home learning page on the school website to access the knowledge organisers for revision leading up to AP assessments.
Pupils are encouraged to learn new vocabulary and grammatical structures on websites such as Memrise and Quizlet.
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
