He chose colours carefully,
to imitate the four colours of
printers’ inks. He also used
Ben Day dots, a system
invented to increase the
range of colours available to
newspaper printing. Look
closely at his work - can
you see how the colours are
clear from a distance, but
look like tiny dots and
dashes close-up?
