· Links to external quizzes
4. As you revise:
· RAG rate each section (Red = unsure, Amber = almost there, Green = confident)
· Complete the quiz questions and record your scores on the tracker
Practice Exam Questions (Paper 1 and Paper 2):
· Use your Student Practice Guide to complete both Paper 1 and Paper 2 style questions
· For Paper 2, focus on the key programming skills we learned this year:
· Selection (if statements)
· Iteration (for and while loops)
· Lists and arrays
· Procedures and functions
· File handling
· Try making small programs that combine these skills – bring your best examples to show Miss Webster in September

Completing this work will give you a real head start for Year 11 and your next set of mocks.
