What is your child expected to do?
· Complete the Summer Homework Booklet week by week as scheduled.
· RAG rate each topic (Red, Amber, Green) to identify their areas of confidence and where they need more practice.
· Revise key topics and case studies using their revision guides, GCSE Pod tasks, Tutor2U videos, BBC Bitesize, and Internet Geography websites listed in the booklet.
· Complete all tasks, including:
· Topic revision summaries
· Case study revision sheets
· Practice exam questions
· Mini issue evaluation tasks for Paper 3 practice

Why is this important?
· To prevent summer learning loss, ensuring their knowledge stays fresh.
· To build confidence and accuracy ahead of Year 11 assessments and mocks.
· To prepare for final GCSE exams next summer, reducing stress by revising early.

How can you support your child?
✅ Discuss the revision plan each week to check what they are studying.
✅ Ask them to show you their completed work in the booklet each Sunday.
✅ Encourage honest RAG rating – students should not mark everything ‘Green’ if they are unsure.
✅ Check they are using online resources (Tutor2U videos, GCSE Pod tasks, BBC Bitesize) as directed.
✅ Support a quiet study environment for at least an hour per week of focused Geography revision.
✅ Praise their effort and organisation, even if they find some topics challenging.
