	Ratio – meaning and representation, ratio notation, solve ratio problems, share in a ratio, simplify ratio, express ratio in the form 1 : n.
Multiplicative Change – direct proportions, conversion graphs, currencies, scale factors and similar shapes.
Multiplying and dividing fractions – represent and multiply fractions, multiply and divide fractions by an integer and by another fraction
Working in the Cartesian plane – quadrants, identify and draw lines, y = x, equation of a line, gradients and intercepts.
Representing Data -
Scatter graphs and correlations, types of data, frequency table, two-way tables.

Tables and Probability – construct sample space diagrams, probability from sample space, Venn diagram, two-way tables
Brackets, equations and inequalities – algebraic expressions, expand brackets, solve equations and inequalities
Sequences – generate sequences, finding nth term.
Indices – Four operations involving indices.
Fractions and percentages – convert among FDP, FDP of amounts, increases and decrease, using multipliers
Standard index form – powers of 10, negative powers of 10, four operation involving standard form.
Developing number sense – rounding, estimating, order of operation, converting metric units of lengths.
Angles in parallel lines and polygons – transversal, corresponding/alternate/co-interior/vertically opposite angles, quadrilaterals.
