	Straight line graphs – lines parallel to axes, gradients, intercepts, equation of straight lines, real-life graphs.
Forming and solving equations – forming and solving one and two step equations and inequalities, solving with unknown on both sides.
Testing conjectures – factors, multiples, primes
3D shapes – recognize 2D and 3D shapes, nets, plans and elevations, surface area.


Constructions and congruence – draw and measure angles, bisectors
Numbers –directed numbers, decimals, integers, LCM and HCF.
Using percentages –FDP, increase/decrease, reverse percentages
Maths and money - interests, taxes, wages, exchange rates.
Deductions – angles in parallel lines, conjectures.


Rotation and translation – rotate a shape about a point, translate using vectors.
Pythagoras’ theorem – identify hypotenuse, calculate missing sides, explore proofs of Pythagoras’ theorem
Enlargement and similarity – recognize enlargement, enlarge with positive, negative and fractional scale factors
Solve ratio and proportion problems – direct and inverse proportions, conversion graphs
