	Topic 1 - Urbanisation
Urbanisation – The growth in the proportion of people living in towns and cities.
Rural–Urban Migration – Movement of people from the countryside into cities.
Push Factor – A negative reason that drives people to leave an area (e.g. lack of jobs, poor services).
Pull Factor – A positive reason that attracts people to a new area (e.g. employment, education).
Natural Increase – When the birth rate is higher than the death rate, causing population growth.
Megacity – A city with a population of over 10 million people.
Urban Sprawl – The spread of a city into surrounding rural land.
Regeneration – Redevelopment and improvement of run-down urban areas.
Sustainable Urban Living – Meeting the needs of people in cities without damaging the environment.
Informal Settlement – Housing built illegally, often without basic services.

Topic 2 - Managing Extreme Hazards
Extreme Weather – Unusual, severe, or unseasonal weather that causes impacts on people and the environment.
Flood Hydrograph – A graph showing how a river’s discharge changes after rainfall.
Storm Hydrograph – A hydrograph that specifically shows the effects of a storm event on river discharge.
Catchment Area – The area from which a river collects its water.
Hard Engineering – Man-made structures built to control natural processes (e.g. dams, levees).
Soft Engineering – Sustainable approaches to manage natural hazards using natural systems (e.g. floodplain zoning, afforestation).
Cost–Benefit Analysis – A method of comparing the financial cost of a management strategy with its expected benefits.
Stakeholders – Groups or individuals affected by or involved in decision-making about hazards.
Risk – The chance of a hazard causing harm to people, property, or the environment.
Resilience – The ability of people or places to recover quickly from a hazard event.

Topic 3 - Globalisation
Globalisation – The increasing interconnectedness of people, places, and economies across the world.
Transnational Corporation (TNC) – A company that operates in more than one country.
Outsourcing – When a company moves part of its production to another country to reduce costs.
Supply Chain – The sequence of processes involved in the production and distribution of a product.
Deindustrialisation – The decline of traditional manufacturing industries in developed countries.
Fairtrade – A system that ensures producers in developing countries receive a fair price for their goods.
Trade Bloc – A group of countries that have agreed to reduce trade barriers between them (e.g. EU).
Economic Inequality – Differences in wealth and income between groups of people or countries.
Informal Economy – Jobs and businesses not monitored or taxed by the government.
Outsourcing – Relocating jobs or services to another country where labour is cheaper.

Topic 4 - Coasts
Erosion – The wearing away of the coastline by processes such as hydraulic action, abrasion, attrition, and solution.
Weathering – The breakdown of rock in situ by mechanical, chemical, or biological processes.
Mass Movement – The downhill movement of material under the influence of gravity.
Longshore Drift – The movement of sediment along a coast by wave action.
Deposition – When the sea loses energy and drops sediment it has been carrying.
Headland – A piece of land jutting into the sea, usually made of resistant rock.
Bay – An inlet of the sea where softer rock has been eroded.
Spit – A narrow finger of sand or shingle extending from the coast into the sea.
Hard Engineering – Artificial structures built to protect coasts (e.g. sea walls, groynes).
Soft Engineering – Sustainable approaches to managing coasts (e.g. beach nourishment, dune regeneration).

Topic 5 - Resource Use and Biomes
Biome – A large-scale ecosystem defined by its climate, vegetation, and wildlife.
Tropical Rainforest – A biome found near the equator with high rainfall, biodiversity, and year-round warmth.
Deforestation – The large-scale removal of forests, often for agriculture or logging.
Desertification – The process by which fertile land becomes desert due to climate change or human activity.
Sustainable Management – Using resources in a way that meets current needs without harming future generations.
Biodiversity – The variety of plant and animal life in a particular habitat or biome.
Ecosystem Services – The benefits people obtain from ecosystems (e.g. medicine, climate regulation).
Conservation – Protecting and managing natural resources and environments.
Ecotourism – Tourism designed to be environmentally sustainable and to support conservation.
Carbon Sink – Natural systems, like forests, that absorb more carbon than they release.

Topic 6 - Conflict
Conflict – A serious disagreement, often between groups, regions, or countries.
Civil War – A conflict between groups within the same country.
Refugee – A person forced to leave their home due to war, persecution, or disaster.
Asylum Seeker – A person who has applied for protection in another country after fleeing conflict.
Resource Conflict – A conflict caused by competition for natural resources (e.g. oil, water, land).
Terrorism – The use of violence and intimidation, especially against civilians, to achieve political aims.
Peacekeeping – Actions taken to maintain peace, often led by international organisations like the UN.
Sanctions – Penalties imposed by one country on another to influence behaviour, often economic.
Humanitarian Aid – Emergency help given to people affected by conflict, famine, or disaster.
Displacement – When people are forced to leave their homes due to conflict or disaster.
