	Topic 1 - Physical processes
Tectonic Plate – A rigid section of the Earth’s crust that moves on the mantle.
Convection Current – Movement of heat in the mantle that drives plate movement.
Erosion – The wearing away of rock and land by wind, water, or ice.
Weathering – The breakdown of rocks in situ by physical, chemical, or biological processes.
Glaciation – The process by which glaciers shape the land through erosion and deposition.
Hydraulic Action – A type of river or coastal erosion caused by water forcing air into cracks.
Deposition – When material carried by water, wind, or ice is dropped.
Landform – A natural feature of the Earth’s surface (e.g. valley, canyon, stack).

Topic 2 - Development: 
Development – The progress of a country in improving living standards, health, and education.
Gross National Income (GNI) – The total income of a country, including money earned abroad.
Human Development Index (HDI) – A measure of development based on income, education, and life expectancy.
Inequality – Unequal access to resources and opportunities.
Colonialism – When one country takes control of another, often creating long-term barriers to development.
Aid – Assistance given by one country to another, often to support development.
Fairtrade – A system ensuring producers in poorer countries are paid fairly for their goods.
Investment – Money put into a country to develop business, industry, or infrastructure.

Topic 3 - Population
Population Density – The number of people living per square kilometre.
Birth Rate – The number of live births per 1,000 people per year.
Death Rate – The number of deaths per 1,000 people per year.
Natural Increase – When the birth rate is higher than the death rate, causing population growth.
Migration – The movement of people from one place to another.
Population Pyramid – A graph showing the age and gender structure of a population.
Demographic Transition Model (DTM) – A model showing how population changes over time.
Ageing Population – When a country has a high proportion of older people.

Topic 4 - Weather and climate: 
Weather – The day-to-day conditions of the atmosphere (e.g. rain, wind, temperature).
Climate – The average weather of a place over a long period (usually 30+ years).
Depression – A low-pressure weather system bringing clouds, wind, and rain.
Anticyclone – A high-pressure system bringing clear skies and dry weather.
Microclimate – The climate of a small area that differs from the surrounding area.
Atmospheric Pressure – The weight of air pressing down on the Earth’s surface.
Climate Graph – A graph showing average temperature and rainfall for a place.
Extreme Weather – Unusual or severe weather events (e.g. storms, heatwaves, floods).

Topic 5 - Sustainability
Sustainability – Meeting present needs without compromising the ability of future generations to meet theirs.
Renewable Energy – Energy that can be replenished naturally (e.g. solar, wind, HEP).
Carbon Footprint – The total greenhouse gases emitted by an individual, organisation, or country.
Green City – An urban area designed to be environmentally friendly and sustainable.
Public Transport – Transport systems provided for use by the public, reducing car use and emissions.
Recycling – Processing waste materials into new products to reduce resource use.
Urban Planning – Designing and regulating the use of space in cities to improve sustainability.
Sustainable Development – Development that balances economic growth, social needs, and environmental protection.
