	Topic 1 - Migration
Migration – The movement of people from one place to another, either within a country or across borders.
Push Factor – A negative condition that drives people to leave their home (e.g. war, lack of jobs).
Pull Factor – A positive condition that attracts people to a new place (e.g. work opportunities, safety).
Refugee – A person forced to leave their country due to conflict, persecution, or disaster.
Economic Migrant – A person who moves to another country for better job opportunities and income.
Voluntary Migration – When people choose to move to improve their quality of life.
Forced Migration – When people are compelled to move due to conflict, natural disasters, or persecution.
Internal Migration – Movement of people within a country (e.g. rural to urban migration).
International Migration – Movement of people across national borders.
Brain Drain – The loss of skilled workers from one country to another through migration.

Topic 2 - Tectonic Hazards
Plate Tectonics – The theory explaining the movement of the Earth’s lithospheric plates.
Destructive Plate Margin – Where an oceanic plate is forced beneath a continental plate, creating volcanoes and earthquakes.
Constructive Plate Margin – Where two plates move apart, allowing magma to rise and form new crust.
Conservative Plate Margin – Where two plates slide past each other, causing earthquakes.
Collision Plate Margin – Where two continental plates meet, creating fold mountains.
Earthquake – A sudden shaking of the ground caused by movement along faults or plate boundaries.
Seismic Waves – Vibrations produced by earthquakes that travel through the Earth.
Epicentre – The point on the Earth’s surface directly above the earthquake focus.
Magnitude – The measurement of earthquake strength on the Richter or Moment Magnitude Scale.
Volcano – An opening in the Earth’s crust where magma escapes to the surface as lava, ash, and gases.


Topic 3 - North–South Divide
North–South Divide – The socio-economic differences between northern and southern regions of a country or the world.
Brandt Line – A line once used to divide the world into the richer ‘North’ and poorer ‘South’.
Development – The progress of a country in improving living standards, education, and health.
High-Income Country (HIC) – A wealthy country with high levels of development.
Low-Income Country (LIC) – A poorer country with low levels of development.
Newly Emerging Economy (NEE) – A country experiencing rapid economic growth and development.
Gross National Income (GNI) – The total income earned by a country’s population, including overseas earnings.
Human Development Index (HDI) – A composite measure of development based on income, education, and life expectancy.
Deindustrialisation – The decline of traditional manufacturing industries in favour of service industries.
Regional Inequality – Unequal distribution of wealth, jobs, and services between areas of a country.

Topic 4 - Climate Change
Climate Change – A long-term shift in global or regional climate patterns, often linked to human activity.
Global Warming – The long-term rise in the Earth’s average surface temperature.
Greenhouse Effect – The natural process where gases trap heat in the Earth’s atmosphere.
Enhanced Greenhouse Effect – Human activities that increase greenhouse gases, strengthening global warming.
Fossil Fuels – Non-renewable energy sources such as coal, oil, and natural gas that release CO₂ when burned.
Deforestation – Large-scale removal of forests, reducing the planet’s ability to absorb carbon dioxide.
Carbon Footprint – The total greenhouse gas emissions caused directly and indirectly by individuals or countries.
Mitigation – Strategies to reduce or prevent climate change, such as renewable energy and reforestation.
Adaptation – Actions taken to adjust to the impacts of climate change (e.g. flood defences, drought-resistant crops).
Sea-Level Rise – The increase in ocean levels caused by melting ice and thermal expansion.

Topic 5 - Rivers
Source – The starting point of a river, often in upland areas.
Tributary – A smaller river that flows into a larger one.
Confluence – The point where two rivers meet.
Erosion – The wearing away of river banks and beds by processes such as hydraulic action and abrasion.
Transportation – The movement of sediment by the river through traction, saltation, suspension, and solution.
Deposition – The dropping of material when the river loses energy.
Meander – A large bend in a river formed by lateral erosion and deposition.
Floodplain – The flat land on either side of a river that floods during high discharge.
Levee – A raised river bank formed naturally by deposition or built artificially to prevent flooding.
Hydrograph – A graph showing how river discharge changes after a rainfall event.
