	Physical Landscapes - Rivers
Abrasion - The wearing away of a surface by particles carried by wind, water, or ice.
Attrition - Rocks carried by water collide, breaking into smaller, rounder pieces.
Hydraulic Action - Erosion caused by water pressure on cracks in riverbanks.
Flood Plain - A flat area around a river prone to flooding.
Levees - Natural or artificial embankments built along a river to prevent flooding.
Ox-Bow Lake - A U-shaped lake formed when a meander is cut off.
Saltation - The bouncing movement of small particles along the riverbed.
Meander - A pronounced bend in a river.
Gorge - A steep-sided valley formed as a waterfall retreats upstream.
Fluvial Processes - Processes related to river erosion, transportation, and deposition.
Traction - The rolling of large rocks along a riverbed by water.
Vertical Erosion - Downward erosion of a riverbed, common in upper courses.
Lateral Erosion - Erosion of riverbanks, leading to the widening of the river valley.
Precipitation - Water released from the atmosphere as rain, snow, or sleet.
Flood Relief Channels - Artificial channels built to divert floodwaters.

Urban Issues and Challenges
Brownfield Site - Previously used land awaiting redevelopment.
Integrated Transport Systems - Systems combining various transport modes for efficiency.
Social Deprivation - Lack of access to services, housing, or income in an area.
Urban Sprawl - The uncontrolled expansion of urban areas into rural land.
Sustainable Urban Living - Urban development that minimizes environmental impact.
Dereliction - Abandoned buildings and land in urban areas.
Greenfield Site - Undeveloped land, often on the rural-urban fringe.
Rural-Urban Fringe - The transition zone between urban and rural areas.
Mega-City - An urban area with a population exceeding 10 million.
Urban Regeneration - Reviving old urban areas by renovating or redeveloping them.
Urban Greening - Increasing and preserving green spaces in cities.
Traffic Congestion - Overcrowded roads leading to slow traffic flow.

The Living World
Ecosystem - A system of interacting organisms and their environment.
Abiotic - Non-living components of an ecosystem, such as soil or water.
Biotic - Living components of an ecosystem, such as plants and animals.
Food Web - A network of interlinked food chains within an ecosystem.
Decomposer - Organisms that break down dead material, recycling nutrients.
Global Ecosystem - Large-scale ecosystems, such as tropical rainforests or deserts.
Producer - Organisms, like plants, that produce energy through photosynthesis.
Ecotourism - Sustainable travel that supports conservation and local communities.
Deforestation - Large-scale tree removal affecting ecosystems.
Nutrient Cycling - The movement of nutrients between living organisms and the environment.
Biodiversity - The variety of life in a habitat or ecosystem.
Selective Logging - Cutting specific trees to preserve the forest.
Desertification - Degradation of land into desert due to climate or human activities.
Ecotourism - Sustainable tourism supporting conservation and local communities.
Overgrazing - Grazing too many animals, reducing vegetation and causing soil erosion.
Appropriate Technology - Technology suited to local conditions and skills.
Debt Reduction - Forgiving national debt in exchange for rainforest conservation.
Logging - The process of cutting down trees for commercial use.
Subsistence Farming - Farming for personal or family use, not for profit.
Soil Erosion - The removal of topsoil faster than it can be replenished.
Mineral Extraction - The removal of valuable minerals from the earth.
Over-Cultivation - Exhausting soil by repeatedly growing crops without replenishing nutrients.

The Changing Economic World 
Globalisation - Increasing interconnectedness of economies, cultures, and people.
Human Development Index (HDI) - A composite measure of development based on life expectancy, education, and income.
Microfinance Loans - Small loans provided to individuals in low-income areas for business ventures.
Fairtrade - A trade system ensuring fair payment for producers in developing countries.
Post-Industrial Economy - An economy focused on services rather than manufacturing.
Development Gap - The disparity in living standards between rich and poor countries.
Gross National Income (GNI) - Total income of a country's population, including overseas income.
Demographic Transition Model (DTM) - A model showing population change over time.
Transnational Corporation (TNC) - A company operating in multiple countries.
North-South Divide - Economic and social disparities between northern and southern England.

The Challenge of Resource Management (Energy)
Resource – A stock or supply of something that can be used by people (e.g. food, water, energy).
Energy Mix – The proportion of different energy sources used by a country (e.g. coal, gas, renewables).
Renewable Energy – Energy that can be naturally replenished (e.g. solar, wind, hydroelectric).
Non-Renewable Energy – Finite resources that will eventually run out (e.g. coal, oil, natural gas).
Fossil Fuels – Carbon-based energy sources formed over millions of years from ancient plant and animal remains.
Carbon Footprint – The total amount of greenhouse gases produced by human activities, measured in CO₂ equivalents.
Energy Security – When a country has a reliable and affordable supply of energy.
Energy Insecurity – When a country struggles to meet its energy needs, leading to shortages or high prices.
Sustainability – Using resources in a way that meets present needs without compromising future generations.
Hydroelectric Power (HEP) – Energy generated by flowing water turning turbines in a dam.
Nuclear Power – Energy produced using uranium through nuclear fission in reactors.
Fracking – The process of extracting natural gas from shale rock by injecting high-pressure water and chemicals.
Tidal Power – Energy generated by harnessing the movement of tides.
Geothermal Energy – Heat energy generated and stored within the Earth, often used in volcanic areas.
Energy Conservation – Reducing energy use through efficiency measures (e.g. insulation, efficient appliances).
Energy Transfer – The movement of energy from one place to another, often through national grids and pipelines.
Global Energy Demand – The total worldwide requirement for energy, which is increasing due to population growth and development.
