	The Challenge of Natural Hazards - Climate change
Climate Change – A long-term shift in global or regional climate patterns, often linked to human activity.
Greenhouse Effect – The natural process where gases in the atmosphere trap heat from the sun, keeping Earth warm enough to support life.
Enhanced Greenhouse Effect – The strengthening of the natural greenhouse effect due to human activities, leading to global warming.
Greenhouse Gases – Gases such as carbon dioxide (CO₂), methane (CH₄), and nitrous oxide (N₂O) that trap heat in the atmosphere.
Global Warming – The long-term increase in the Earth’s average surface temperature due to rising greenhouse gases.
Mitigation – Actions taken to reduce the causes of climate change (e.g. reducing emissions, reforestation).
Adaptation – Actions taken to respond to and manage the impacts of climate change (e.g. flood defences, drought-resistant crops).
Carbon Capture and Storage (CCS) – Technology that captures CO₂ emissions from power plants and stores them underground.
Renewable Energy – Energy sources that can be naturally replenished (e.g. solar, wind, tidal, HEP).
Deforestation – The large-scale removal of forests, reducing the Earth’s capacity to absorb CO₂.
Sea-Level Rise – An increase in the average level of the world’s oceans due to melting ice caps and thermal expansion.
Extreme Weather – Unusual, severe, or unseasonal weather patterns linked to climate change (e.g. heatwaves, storms, floods).
Carbon Footprint – The total amount of greenhouse gases produced by an individual, organisation, or country.
IPCC (Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change) – A global organisation of scientists that assesses climate change and its impacts.
Thermal Expansion – The increase in ocean volume as water warms and expands.
Climate Refugees – People forced to leave their homes due to the impacts of climate change (e.g. flooding, drought).

Fieldwork
Hypothesis – A statement or question that can be tested through data collection and analysis.
Primary Data – Information collected first-hand during fieldwork (e.g. river velocity measurements, questionnaires).
Secondary Data – Information collected from other sources (e.g. maps, websites, census data).
Quantitative Data – Numerical data that can be measured or counted (e.g. river depth, traffic counts).
Qualitative Data – Descriptive data based on opinions or observations (e.g. field sketches, perceptions of place).
Sampling – The process of selecting a representative group or location to collect data.
Random Sampling – A method where every individual or site has an equal chance of being selected.
Systematic Sampling – Collecting data at regular intervals (e.g. every 5 metres along a transect, every 3rd person in a survey).
Stratified Sampling – Dividing the population into groups and sampling proportionally (e.g. age groups, land-use zones).
Transect – A line across an area along which data is collected (e.g. river cross-section, urban land use survey).
Bi-polar Survey – A technique using a scale (e.g. -5 to +5) to assess opinions or environmental quality.
EQS (Environmental Quality Survey) – A method to assess and score the quality of the environment in an area.
Reliability – The consistency of results; whether the data would be similar if repeated.
Accuracy – How close the data is to the true value.
Anomaly – A result that does not fit the general pattern of the data.
Conclusion – A summary of the main findings, linking back to the original hypothesis.
Evaluation – A reflection on the strengths, weaknesses, and limitations of the fieldwork process.

The Challenge of Resource Management (Energy)
Resource – A stock or supply of something that can be used by people (e.g. food, water, energy).
Energy Mix – The proportion of different energy sources used by a country (e.g. coal, gas, renewables).
Renewable Energy – Energy that can be naturally replenished (e.g. solar, wind, hydroelectric).
Non-Renewable Energy – Finite resources that will eventually run out (e.g. coal, oil, natural gas).
Fossil Fuels – Carbon-based energy sources formed over millions of years from ancient plant and animal remains.
Carbon Footprint – The total amount of greenhouse gases produced by human activities, measured in CO₂ equivalents.
Energy Security – When a country has a reliable and affordable supply of energy.
Energy Insecurity – When a country struggles to meet its energy needs, leading to shortages or high prices.
Sustainability – Using resources in a way that meets present needs without compromising future generations.
Hydroelectric Power (HEP) – Energy generated by flowing water turning turbines in a dam.
Nuclear Power – Energy produced using uranium through nuclear fission in reactors.
Fracking – The process of extracting natural gas from shale rock by injecting high-pressure water and chemicals.
Tidal Power – Energy generated by harnessing the movement of tides.
Geothermal Energy – Heat energy generated and stored within the Earth, often used in volcanic areas.
Energy Conservation – Reducing energy use through efficiency measures (e.g. insulation, efficient appliances).
Energy Transfer – The movement of energy from one place to another, often through national grids and pipelines.
Global Energy Demand – The total worldwide requirement for energy, which is increasing due to population growth and development.

The Living World
Ecosystem - A system of interacting organisms and their environment.
Abiotic - Non-living components of an ecosystem, such as soil or water.
Biotic - Living components of an ecosystem, such as plants and animals.
Food Web - A network of interlinked food chains within an ecosystem.
Decomposer - Organisms that break down dead material, recycling nutrients.
Global Ecosystem - Large-scale ecosystems, such as tropical rainforests or deserts.
Producer - Organisms, like plants, that produce energy through photosynthesis.
Ecotourism - Sustainable travel that supports conservation and local communities.
Deforestation - Large-scale tree removal affecting ecosystems.
Nutrient Cycling - The movement of nutrients between living organisms and the environment.
Biodiversity - The variety of life in a habitat or ecosystem.
Selective Logging - Cutting specific trees to preserve the forest.
Desertification - Degradation of land into desert due to climate or human activities.
Ecotourism - Sustainable tourism supporting conservation and local communities.
Overgrazing - Grazing too many animals, reducing vegetation and causing soil erosion.
Appropriate Technology - Technology suited to local conditions and skills.
Debt Reduction - Forgiving national debt in exchange for rainforest conservation.
Logging - The process of cutting down trees for commercial use.
Subsistence Farming - Farming for personal or family use, not for profit.
Soil Erosion - The removal of topsoil faster than it can be replenished.
Mineral Extraction - The removal of valuable minerals from the earth.
Over-Cultivation - Exhausting soil by repeatedly growing crops without replenishing nutrients.
