	Congruence, Similarity and enlargement – Enlarge by positive, negative and fractional scale factor, identify similar shapes, work out missing sides and angles of similar shapes, similar triangles.
Trigonometry – Calculate missing sides and angles using sine, cosine and tangent, calculate using Pythagoras’ theorem.
Representing solutions of equations and inequalities – Form and solve one and two step equations and inequalities, show solution on number line, draw straight line graphs.
Simultaneous equations – Solve a pair of simultaneous equations using substitution and elimination.


Angles and bearings – Draw and interpret scale diagrams, understand and represent bearings, measure read bearings, solve bearing problems using Pythagoras’ theorem and trigonometry.
Working with circles – Parts of circle, length of arc, area of sector, circle theorem.
Vectors – Draw and represent vectors, addition and subtraction of vectors.
Ratios and fractions – Comparing quantities, share in a ratio, ratio in the form 1 : n.


Percentages and interest – Convert FDP, percentages of amounts with and without calculator, percentage increase/decrease, simple and compound interests, percentage change, finding original amount.
Probability – probability from tables, Venn diagrams and frequency trees, experimental probabilities, sample space and tree diagrams, independent events.
Collecting, representing and interpreting data – types of data frequency table/polygons, line/bar chart, pie charts.
Non-calculator methods – Surds, exact answer.
Types of numbers and sequences – Primes, factors and multiples, Prime factor decomposition, HCF/LCM, describe and continue arithmetic/geometric sequences, finding and using nth terms.
