Writes sentences with help,
develops ideas, and expresses
opinions.

Takes part in longer conversations or presentations
without many notes. Uses learned grammar and
vocabulary to create sentences.

Understands spoken language with
different sentence patterns and
structures at normal speed.

Understands longer texts, using context to
figure out unfamiliar words.

Writes short texts, adapting
models using their own words and
phrases.

Talks about past and future events and speaks on
familiar topics for an extended time.

Understands what is said about past
and future events.

Understands opinions and events in past or
future. Finds information independently.

Writes short passages using past
or future tenses, expresses
opinions and feelings.

Adapts language for extended and detailed
responses. Uses at least three tenses.

Understands longer spoken texts,
writes detailed notes, understands
three time frames.

Understands longer texts in unfamiliar
topics, confident in interpreting meanings.

Writes in paragraphs, using varied
language and at least three tenses.
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
